PALNA CHILDREN'S HOME

Palna Children's Home is in Delhi, in India. The word palna means ‘cradle’ in Hindi and the
staff at the home look after helpless and often very sick children. The children receive a high
standard of medical care as they are nursed back to health. 1

Every three years The British Council, which is a charitable organisation, gives the Palna
Children's Home about £50,000. 2 Groundforce, the team of people responsible for developing
the garden, are best known for their gardening programme on BBC television. 3

In setting out to transform the grounds of the children's home in Delhi, Groundforcevisited
the TajMahal palace. 4 Not only the buildings, but also the gardens of the TajMahal were a
source of inspiration to Groundforcewhen it came to designing the children's garden in Delhi.

Before starting work, the team looked carefully at the existing grounds in order to design a
garden which would be culturally appropriate and at the same time provide fun and pleasure for the
children. 5 Natural substances from this tree can be used for medicinal purposes.

The garden at Palna was much larger than the typical British gardens that the team were
used to working on. However, Groundforcecame up with a design that made the most of the space,
using the existing Neem tree at the centre.They created a central circle around the Neem tree which
was connected to other parts of the garden by long, formal avenues of palm trees, called bottle
palms. The pathways were made out of local stone and the overall effect of the pathways radiating
out from a central point resembled the rising sun. The walls were painted a deep rich red, and
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peaceful seating areas in the shade for staff to relax were carved by a local stonemason using stone

from Rajasthan.

Groundforce used huge concrete drainage pipes for the children to run through. 6 One
of the tunnels was designed with a water feature. This was made by creating a constant fountain-
like spray of water at the tunnel entrance using shower heads fixed into the ground. Shower heads
normally spray water downwards but these shower heads point upwards. The tunnel is known as

The Terror Run; the slower the children run through it, the wetter they get!

LEARNING TO LIVE

Where brainpower is concerned, the old edict of 'use it, or lose it' holds true from the start.
Babies who receive love and encouragement from their parents develop the neural connections they
need to get on in life. But what happens to those who fail to get this support? Do they grow up to be
less bright than their nurtured peers?

It would be comforting to believe that deprived children escape long term damage by being
too young to speak, or know any different, but the evidence suggests otherwise.

At a recent meeting of the Royal Society of Medicine, medics were shown slides taken with
a powerful scanner comparing the brains of 'normal’ three-year-olds with those who had been raised
in deprivation or in orphanages. The work was done by Dr Bruce Perry of the Child Trauma
Academy in Houston, Texas. The scans showed that the frontal-temporal areas of the brain, those
responsible for personality and enabling a person to display and regulate emotions, showed little
activity.

For years scientists have known that animals reared in enriched environments have larger
and more complex brains than animals that grow up in deprivation, so experts like Perry anticipated
that the same would hold true for humans. However, it is only now, thanks to powerful scanners
that allow this theory to be put to the test, that the damage is clearly visible. Perry explains the
reason for the abnormality is that the brain develops in a 'use- dependent' way, growing, organising
and working according to experience. With the right stimulation, the brain makes the connections it
needs. Without it, synapses, junctions between the neurons used to transport the brain's messages,
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literally dissolve. "Adverse experiences play a vital role in organising the neural system in the
developing brain,” says Perry; in other words, ill- treatment in infancy leads to faulty wiring in the
brain. Significantly, the rate at which new synapses form is greatest in the first eight months of life.

Fortunately, different parts of the brain develop at a varying pace, so the damage may be
confined to the parts that were actively organising at the time of stress or neglect.

Perry describes these times as ‘windows of opportunity’ that exist for different brain
functions. If the connections between neurons are not developed at the critical period, they may not
develop at all. Synapses associated with vision are most active when a child is two to eight months
old. A baby born with cataracts, removed at the age of two, will remain blind, as the window of
opportunity has passed.

The frontal cortex, the part that deals with personality and emotions, organises itself at
around eight months. With correct nurturing, the child learns to regulate emotions and becomes
empathetic, recognising that other people are also thinking and feeling beings. But, because
complex functions such as abstract thought are wired in the brain later in childhood, between the
ages of 11 and 13, emotionally deprived children still score normally on 1Q tests. "Children who do
not get consistently attentive, loving care in the first year may still receive appropriate cognitive
stimulation as they grow. Although these children have profound attachment problems, they are
often very bright,"” says Perry.

Interaction between the child and its carers is vital to teach the brain to function normally.
By playing with and talking to her child, the mother distracts the infant from a bombardment of
competing noises. This communication trains a section of the brain to regulate emotions so the child
is able to function day-to-day without being a hostage to impulses and feelings.

Just as the sections of the brain associated with 'normal’ emotional regulation are under-
stimulated in the deprived child, the areas linked to stress are often over- stimulated. "The result is a
child who is hypersensitive to stress whose flight or fight mechanism is constantly active. This low-
level but constant state of fear can lead to increased muscle tone, profound sleep disturbances and
abnormalities in cardiovascular regulation,” warns Perry.

Yet, despite the damage caused by stress and trauma in childhood, Perry, like most
clinicians, is optimistic that intervention can help, as the cortex, the grey matter responsible for high
level brain function, is malleable and capable of changing. He is supported in this belief by child
psychiatrist Dr Dora Black, founder of the Traumatic Stress Clinic in London, who works with
severely traumatised children. She claims neurological evidence is available that shows that,
although trauma can affect the speech area in the brain, this function can return if the child receives
help early enough. "Unfortunately”, admits Perry, "what we do not know is how much deprivation
is needed to prevent the recovery of normal expression of various emotional, cognitive or social
skills."

In an article in Science, Patricia Greenfield, a developmental psychologist who runs
UCLA’s Children’s Digital Media Center, reviewed dozens of studies on how different media
technologies influence our cognitive abilities. Some of the studies indicated that certain computer
tasks, like playing video games, increase the speed at which people can shift their focus among
icons and other images on screens. Other studies, however, found that such rapid shifts in focus,
even if performed adeptly, result in less rigorous and 'more automatic’ thinking.

In one experiment at an American university, half a class of students was allowed to use
internet-connected laptops during a lecture, while the other half had to keep their computers shut.
Those who browsed the web performed much worse on a subsequent test of how well they retained
the lecture’s content. Earlier experiments revealed that as the number of links in an online document
goes up, reading comprehension falls, and as more types of information are placed on a screen, we
remember less of what we see.

Greenfield concluded that ‘every medium develops some cognitive skills at the expense of
others’. Our growing use of screen-based media, she said, has strengthened visual-spatial
intelligence, which can strengthen the ability to do jobs that involve keeping track of lots of rapidly
changing signals, like piloting a plane or monitoring a patient during surgery. However, that has
been accompanied by 'new weaknesses in higher-order cognitive processes’, including ‘abstract
vocabulary, mindfulness, reflection, inductive problem-solving, critical thinking and imagination’.
We’re becoming, in a word, shallower.

Studies of our behaviour online support this conclusion. German researchers found that web
browsers usually spend less than ten seconds looking at a page.

Even people doing academic research online tend to ‘bounce’ rapidly between documents,
rarely reading more than a page or two, according to a University College London study. Such
mental juggling takes a big toll. In a recent experiment at Stanford University', researchers gave
various cognitive tests to 49 people who do a lot of media multitasking and 52 people who
multitask much less frequently. The heavy multitaskers performed poorly on all the tests. They were
more easily distracted, had less control over their attention, and were much less able to distinguish
important information from trivia. The researchers were surprised by the results. They expected the
intensive multitaskers to have gained some mental advantages. That wasn’t the case, though. In fact,
the multitaskers weren’t even good at multitasking. ‘Everything distracts them,” said Clifford Nass,
one of the researchers.

It would he one thing if the ill effects went away as soon as we turned off our computers and
mobiles, but they don't. The cellular structure of the human brain, scientists have discovered, adapts
readily to the tools we use to find, store and share information. By changing our habits of mind,
each new technology' strengthens certain neural pathways and weakens others. The alterations
shape the way we think even when we’re not using the technology'. The pioneering neuroscientist
Michael Merzenich believes our brains are being ‘massively remodelled’ by our ever-intensifying
use of the web and related media. In 2009, he said that he was profoundly worried about the
cognitive consequences of the constant distractions and interruptions the internet bombards us with.
The long-term effect on the quality of our intellectual lives, he said, could be ‘deadly’.
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Not all distractions are bad. As most of us know, if we concentrate too intensively on a
tough problem, we can get stuck in a mental rut. However, if we let the problem sit unattended for a
time, we often return to it with a fresh perspective and a burst of creativity. Research by Dutch
psychologist Ap Dijksterhuis indicates that such breaks in our attention give our unconscious mind
time to grapple with a problem, bringing to bear information and cognitive processes unavailable to
conscious deliberation. We usually make better decisions, his experiments reveal, if we shift our
attention away from a mental challenge for a time.

But Dijksterhuis’s work also shows that our unconscious thought processes don’t engage with a
problem until we’ve clearly and consciously defined what the problem is. If we don’t have a particular
goal in mind, he writes, “‘unconscious thought does not occur’. The constant distractedness that the Net
encourages is very' different from the kind of temporary, purposeful diversion of our mind that refreshes
our thinking. The cacophony of stimuli short-circuits both conscious and unconscious thought,
preventing our minds from thinking either deeply or creatively. Our brains turn into simple signal-
processing units, shepherding information into consciousness and then back again. What we seem to be
sacrificing in our surfing and searching is our capacity to engage in the quieter, attentive modes of
thought that underpin contemplation, reflection and introspection.

Is the internet making us stupid?

In an article in Science, Patricia Greenfield, a developmental psychologist who runs
UCLA’s Children’s Digital Media Center, reviewed dozens of studies on how different media
technologies influence our cognitive abilities. Some of the studies indicated that certain computer
tasks, like playing video games, increase the speed at which people can shift their focus among
icons and other images on screens. Other studies, however, found that such rapid shifts in focus,
even if performed adeptly, result in less rigorous and 'more automatic’ thinking.

In one experiment at an American university, half a class of students was allowed to use
internet-connected laptops during a lecture, while the other half had to keep their computers shut.
Those who browsed the web performed much worse on a subsequent test of how well they retained
the lecture’s content. Earlier experiments revealed that as the number of links in an online document
goes up, reading comprehension falls, and as more types of information are placed on a screen, we
remember less of what we see.

Greenfield concluded that ‘every medium develops some cognitive skills at the expense of
others’. Our growing use of screen-based media, she said, has strengthened visual-spatial
intelligence, which can strengthen the ability to do jobs that involve keeping track of lots of rapidly
changing signals, like piloting a plane or monitoring a patient during surgery. However, that has
been accompanied by 'new weaknesses in higher-order cognitive processes’, including ‘abstract
vocabulary, mindfulness, reflection, inductive problem-solving, critical thinking and imagination’.
We’re becoming, in a word, shallower.

Studies of our behaviour online support this conclusion. German researchers found that web
browsers usually spend less than ten seconds looking at a page.

Even people doing academic research online tend to ‘bounce’ rapidly between documents,
rarely reading more than a page or two, according to a University College London study. Such
mental juggling takes a big toll. In a recent experiment at Stanford University', researchers gave
various cognitive tests to 49 people who do a lot of media multitasking and 52 people who
multitask much less frequently. The heavy multitaskers performed poorly on all the tests. They were
more easily distracted, had less control over their attention, and were much less able to distinguish
important information from trivia. The researchers were surprised by the results. They expected the
intensive multitaskers to have gained some mental advantages. That wasn’t the case, though. In fact,
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the multitaskers weren’t even good at multitasking. ‘Everything distracts them,” said Clifford Nass,
one of the researchers.

It would he one thing if the ill effects went away as soon as we turned off our computers and
mobiles, but they don't. The cellular structure of the human brain, scientists have discovered, adapts
readily to the tools we use to find, store and share information. By changing our habits of mind,
each new technology' strengthens certain neural pathways and weakens others. The alterations
shape the way we think even when we’re not using the technology'. The pioneering neuroscientist
Michael Merzenich believes our brains are being ‘massively remodelled’ by our ever-intensifying
use of the web and related media. In 2009, he said that he was profoundly worried about the
cognitive consequences of the constant distractions and interruptions the internet bombards us with.
The long-term effect on the quality of our intellectual lives, he said, could be ‘deadly’.

Not all distractions are bad. As most of us know, if we concentrate too intensively on a
tough problem, we can get stuck in a mental rut. However, if we let the problem sit unattended for a
time, we often return to it with a fresh perspective and a burst of creativity. Research by Dutch
psychologist Ap Dijksterhuis indicates that such breaks in our attention give our unconscious mind
time to grapple with a problem, bringing to bear information and cognitive processes unavailable to
conscious deliberation. We usually make better decisions, his experiments reveal, if we shift our
attention away from a mental challenge for a time.

But Dijksterhuis’s work also shows that our unconscious thought processes don’t engage with a
problem until we’ve clearly and consciously defined what the problem is. If we don’t have a particular
goal in mind, he writes, ‘unconscious thought does not occur’. The constant distractedness that the Net
encourages is very' different from the kind of temporary, purposeful diversion of our mind that refreshes
our thinking. The cacophony of stimuli short-circuits both conscious and unconscious thought,
preventing our minds from thinking either deeply or creatively. Our brains turn into simple signal-
processing units, shepherding information into consciousness and then back again. What we seem to be
sacrificing in our surfing and searching is our capacity to engage in the quieter, attentive modes of
thought that underpin contemplation, reflection and introspection.

LEARNING TO LIVE

Where brainpower is concerned, the old edict of 'use it, or lose it' holds true from the start.
Babies who receive love and encouragement from their parents develop the neural connections they
need to get on in life. But what happens to those who fail to get this support? Do they grow up to be
less bright than their nurtured peers?

It would be comforting to believe that deprived children escape long term damage by being
too young to speak, or know any different, but the evidence suggests otherwise.
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At a recent meeting of the Royal Society of Medicine, medics were shown slides taken with
a powerful scanner comparing the brains of 'normal’ three-year-olds with those who had been raised
in deprivation or in orphanages. The work was done by Dr Bruce Perry of the Child Trauma
Academy in Houston, Texas. The scans showed that the frontal-temporal areas of the brain, those
responsible for personality and enabling a person to display and regulate emotions, showed little
activity.

For years scientists have known that animals reared in enriched environments have larger
and more complex brains than animals that grow up in deprivation, so experts like Perry anticipated
that the same would hold true for humans. However, it is only now, thanks to powerful scanners
that allow this theory to be put to the test, that the damage is clearly visible. Perry explains the
reason for the abnormality is that the brain develops in a 'use- dependent’ way, growing, organising
and working according to experience. With the right stimulation, the brain makes the connections it
needs. Without it, synapses, junctions between the neurons used to transport the brain's messages,
literally dissolve. "Adverse experiences play a vital role in organising the neural system in the
developing brain,” says Perry; in other words, ill- treatment in infancy leads to faulty wiring in the
brain. Significantly, the rate at which new synapses form is greatest in the first eight months of life.

Fortunately, different parts of the brain develop at a varying pace, so the damage may be
confined to the parts that were actively organising at the time of stress or neglect.

Perry describes these times as ‘windows of opportunity’ that exist for different brain
functions. If the connections between neurons are not developed at the critical period, they may not
develop at all. Synapses associated with vision are most active when a child is two to eight months
old. A baby born with cataracts, removed at the age of two, will remain blind, as the window of
opportunity has passed.

The frontal cortex, the part that deals with personality and emotions, organises itself at
around eight months. With correct nurturing, the child learns to regulate emotions and becomes
empathetic, recognising that other people are also thinking and feeling beings. But, because
complex functions such as abstract thought are wired in the brain later in childhood, between the
ages of 11 and 13, emotionally deprived children still score normally on 1Q tests. "Children who do
not get consistently attentive, loving care in the first year may still receive appropriate cognitive
stimulation as they grow. Although these children have profound attachment problems, they are
often very bright," says Perry.

Interaction between the child and its carers is vital to teach the brain to function normally.
By playing with and talking to her child, the mother distracts the infant from a bombardment of
competing noises. This communication trains a section of the brain to regulate emotions so the child
is able to function day-to-day without being a hostage to impulses and feelings.

Just as the sections of the brain associated with 'normal' emotional regulation are under-
stimulated in the deprived child, the areas linked to stress are often over- stimulated. "The result is a
child who is hypersensitive to stress whose flight or fight mechanism is constantly active. This low-
level but constant state of fear can lead to increased muscle tone, profound sleep disturbances and
abnormalities in cardiovascular regulation,” warns Perry.

Yet, despite the damage caused by stress and trauma in childhood, Perry, like most
clinicians, is optimistic that intervention can help, as the cortex, the grey matter responsible for high
level brain function, is malleable and capable of changing. He is supported in this belief by child
psychiatrist Dr Dora Black, founder of the Traumatic Stress Clinic in London, who works with
severely traumatised children. She claims neurological evidence is available that shows that,
although trauma can affect the speech area in the brain, this function can return if the child receives
help early enough. "Unfortunately", admits Perry, "what we do not know is how much deprivation
is needed to prevent the recovery of normal expression of various emotional, cognitive or social
skills."

Is the internet making us stupid?

In an article in Science, Patricia Greenfield, a developmental psychologist who runs
UCLA’s Children’s Digital Media Center, reviewed dozens of studies on how different media
technologies influence our cognitive abilities. Some of the studies indicated that certain computer
tasks, like playing video games, increase the speed at which people can shift their focus among
icons and other images on screens. Other studies, however, found that such rapid shifts in focus,
even if performed adeptly, result in less rigorous and 'more automatic’ thinking.

In one experiment at an American university, half a class of students was allowed to use
internet-connected laptops during a lecture, while the other half had to keep their computers shut.
Those who browsed the web performed much worse on a subsequent test of how well they retained
the lecture’s content. Earlier experiments revealed that as the number of links in an online document
goes up, reading comprehension falls, and as more types of information are placed on a screen, we
remember less of what we see.

Greenfield concluded that ‘every medium develops some cognitive skills at the expense of
others’. Our growing use of screen-based media, she said, has strengthened visual-spatial
intelligence, which can strengthen the ability to do jobs that involve keeping track of lots of rapidly
changing signals, like piloting a plane or monitoring a patient during surgery. However, that has
been accompanied by 'new weaknesses in higher-order cognitive processes’, including ‘abstract
vocabulary, mindfulness, reflection, inductive problem-solving, critical thinking and imagination’.
We’re becoming, in a word, shallower.

Studies of our behaviour online support this conclusion. German researchers found that web
browsers usually spend less than ten seconds looking at a page.

Even people doing academic research online tend to ‘bounce’ rapidly between documents,
rarely reading more than a page or two, according to a University College London study. Such
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mental juggling takes a big toll. In a recent experiment at Stanford University', researchers gave
various cognitive tests to 49 people who do a lot of media multitasking and 52 people who
multitask much less frequently. The heavy multitaskers performed poorly on all the tests. They were
more easily distracted, had less control over their attention, and were much less able to distinguish
important information from trivia. The researchers were surprised by the results. They expected the
intensive multitaskers to have gained some mental advantages. That wasn’t the case, though. In fact,
the multitaskers weren’t even good at multitasking. ‘Everything distracts them,’ said Clifford Nass,
one of the researchers.

It would he one thing if the ill effects went away as soon as we turned off our computers and
mobiles, but they don't. The cellular structure of the human brain, scientists have discovered, adapts
readily to the tools we use to find, store and share information. By changing our habits of mind,
each new technology' strengthens certain neural pathways and weakens others. The alterations
shape the way we think even when we’re not using the technology'. The pioneering neuroscientist
Michael Merzenich believes our brains are being ‘massively remodelled’ by our ever-intensifying
use of the web and related media. In 2009, he said that he was profoundly worried about the
cognitive consequences of the constant distractions and interruptions the internet bombards us with.
The long-term effect on the quality of our intellectual lives, he said, could be ‘deadly’.

Not all distractions are bad. As most of us know, if we concentrate too intensively on a
tough problem, we can get stuck in a mental rut. However, if we let the problem sit unattended for a
time, we often return to it with a fresh perspective and a burst of creativity. Research by Dutch
psychologist Ap Dijksterhuis indicates that such breaks in our attention give our unconscious mind
time to grapple with a problem, bringing to bear information and cognitive processes unavailable to
conscious deliberation. We usually make better decisions, his experiments reveal, if we shift our
attention away from a mental challenge for a time.

But Dijksterhuis’s work also shows that our unconscious thought processes don’t engage with a
problem until we’ve clearly and consciously defined what the problem is. If we don’t have a particular
goal in mind, he writes, ‘unconscious thought does not occur’. The constant distractedness that the Net
encourages is very' different from the kind of temporary, purposeful diversion of our mind that refreshes
our thinking. The cacophony of stimuli short-circuits both conscious and unconscious thought,
preventing our minds from thinking either deeply or creatively. Our brains turn into simple signal-
processing units, shepherding information into consciousness and then back again. What we seem to be
sacrificing in our surfing and searching is our capacity to engage in the quieter, attentive modes of
thought that underpin contemplation, reflection and introspection.

Manet: Portraying Life

It is probably fair to say that Manet is not associated with the idea of penetrating portraiture.
Although he used models as well as friends and insisted on painting only from prolonged, frequent sittings, it
wasn't to dig deep into the psyche of his subjects, but to comment of their place through their appearance. All
Manet's works were an assault. All, except for the flower paintings so derided by modern curators, were
efforts to catch something of the contemporary world about him.

Very few of Manet's extensive output of portraits were commissioned. As the son of wealthy parents,
he didn't need to earn his crust this way. Instead he painted his family, particularly his wife, the Dutch-born
Suzanne Leenhoff, and her son, Leon, friends from among his wide circle of cultural contacts and
professional models. What is it that he was seeking from these pictures? The simplest answer is ‘realism’, the
observation of what was new and contemporary, which his mentor, this poet and critic Charles Baudelaire,
proclaimed as the true test of modern art. Realism meant not just painting accurately from life, but stripping
art of all the connotations of moral lesson and monumentality found in traditional art. Its heroes would
become the man about town, the observer, the dandy.

But realism in portraiture for Manet was never merely a matter of recording the face and figure with
verisimilitude. 'l cannot do anything without the model’, declared Manet. 'l do not know how to invent... If |
amount to anything today, | put it down to precise interpretation and faithful analysis." But it was the
"interpretation’ and 'analysis' that made him so different. With men it was to convey what they meant for the
world about them. His portrait of Zacharie Astruc, the writer and critic who had done much to support him in
his early years, it divided into two parts. On the right, Astruc sits somewhat pompously, his hand thrust into
his jacket, while to the left is seen his wife great supporter, arranges the novelist with the attributes of his art
criticism, an open book on Spanish art in his hand and a Japanese print above his desk.

With women it is quite different. Manet was clearly entranced by them, soaking up their vivacity,
admiring their poise and reveling in a pretty face. It doesn't appear to have been predatory. Indeed, the most
touching pictures in the exhibition remain those of his wife, whom he painted more often and for longer than
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any other sitter; she is depicted at the piano, stroking the cat, resting in the conservatory. the plump and
humorous face is always done with fondness, the background painted with quick, fleeting brushstrokes that
envelop the sitter in the flowers around her or the dress she is wearing.

For Manet, dress was an assertion of modernity, a way of depicting the modern bourgeois woman
who was emerging from the constraints of an aristocratic past. But, going around these galleries, it is difficult
not to believe that he thought women the better, or at least the more life-enhancing, of the species. It is
noticeable that in almost all portraits of couples or couples with children - in the rather touching portrait of
The Monet Family in Their Garden at Arganteuil and In the Garden of 1870 - it is the women who take the
foremost role. It's more than their attractions and the dress; it's that Manet looks on them as the future more
than the men in the background.

In Manet's portraiture, the parts don't add up to a whole. His efforts to start each picture anew don't
make for an easy synthesis and, as such, gallery curators struggle to categorise them. A gathering of these
varied and sometimes uneven works can't express all of the man. For that you really do need his bigger set
pieces. This exhibition is not a gathering of masterpieces. Nor it is a comprehensive showing of his
portraiture, given the paucity of the borrowings from France. But what you have is the outpouring of one of
the towering geniuses of art who stood each time before his canvas with a subject, thought and thought about
he wanted to say and then worked to express it. Forget the whole, just look at the individual works and feel
the mind behind them.
