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Abstract. The article substantiates the plot algorithmic structure of folk
riddles as well as presents the original framework of a model-based interpretation
and scientific description of a cognitive-and-creative mechanism of riddle
decoding by a recipient. According to the results of plot algorithmic analysis of
English folk riddles the author formed a general formalized scheme of the structure
of their texts. It was established that the minimal plot element of the text of folk
riddles is “object description”, which can be further differentiated into the
following structural elements of the second hierarchical level: “topic” and
“comment”. The paper emphasizes that the solution as the final structural element
of a riddle is generated in the recipient’s mind and is directly related to his/her
speech-and-thinking activity. Considering this, the author constructed a cognitive-
and-creative model, representing processes of riddle decoding by a recipient that
take place in accordance with two schemes of his/her speech-and-thinking activity:
a sequentially logical scheme, being progressively directed, and a reverse
sequential one, having an inherent multi-pass character.
