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METAPHOR IN THE ENGLISH POPULAR SCIENCE TEXT
AND STRATEGIES OF ITS RENDERING INTO UKRAINIAN

The article delves into the strategies and means of rendering the metaphor in popular science texts into Ukrainian.
The popular science text possesses a range of linguistic features peculiar to both scientific and literary texts. Despite
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the general scientific scope, ubiquitous usage of specialized terms and scientific paratextual elements (i.e. references
and footnotes), popular science texts are endowed with expressivity, sentiment and imagery. The sensual and cognitive
imagery created through the usage of metaphors activates the processes of reader s perception of information and boosts
their interest towards the topic in question.

The material of scientific research was the work of S. Hawking “A Brief History of Time” and its Ukrainian
collaborative translation, published by K.1.S. Metaphors were chosen with the help of the method of continuous sampling
of the studied text. At the next stage of the study these metaphors were divided into subgroups a) figurative, b) cognitive,
¢) individual-author metaphors, d) personification, e) impersonofocation. Key representative techniques and strategies
for translating metaphors in popular science texts have been established by conducting a comparative analysis of the
original text and its translation.

The research proved metaphors-personification and metaphor-impersonation to be the most representative types.
The usage of figurative metaphors, cognitive metaphors, individual authorial metaphors ensure the expressiveness of the
popular science text. Metaphors in the popular science text contribute to facilitation of perceiving scientific information

by readers and give expressiveness to the popular science text.

The most frequent strategy of metaphors’ translation in a popular science text is “equivalent correspondence”. Such
a technique as “preservation of the image of metaphor in the language of translation” is mostly used by translators of
popular science texts to reproduce accurately the metaphorical image in translation.
